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Guadalupe-Blanco River Authority general manager Bill West reminds everyone taking part in 

water recreation activities this summer to observe water safety practices at all times.   

“This is especially important on the Guadalupe River when releases from Canyon Reservoir can 

be as much as 5,000 cubic feet per second (cfs), creating high river flows and dangerous 

conditions downstream,” said West.   

 

Following these suggestions can reduce your risk of accident or injury: 

§ Do not try to swim or walk across high water flows in rivers or streams. 

§ Use life jackets whether you’re boating, tubing, rafting or canoeing.  

§ Don’t mix alcohol and water recreation – instead, drink sodas, juice or water.   

§ Never ignore weather warnings or signs of unexpected bad weather.  

§ Overloading a boat with people or gear can be fatal. Check the U.S.  

Coast Guard load rating, stamped on your water recreational vehicle 
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
